Course Description:  The curriculum for this non-weighted course will focus on meeting the state grade level requirements for high school juniors.  Students will study a variety of American literature, including major works such as The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn, The Crucible, and Of Mice and Men.  ACT and MAP preparation is also included in this class.  This course is for two (2) semesters and for one (1) unit of credit.

Course Objectives:

· Develop vocabulary

· Compare, contrast, analyze, and evaluate connections between text ideas and the world by analyzing and evaluating the relationship between literature and its historical period and culture

· Analyze development of themes across genres

· Write complete research papers that develop a thesis, contain information from multiple sources, and conform to a style manual (APA or MLA)
